Communicable Disease Reporting

POLICY STATEMENT

Reportable communicable diseases will be identified using current Center for 

Disease Control (CDC) and State Health Department guidelines and reported 

to the local health department.

PROCEDURE

Definition

Communicable disease is any disease that is transmitted by infection or contagion directly or via a vector (e.g. tick, mite, mosquito).

Only those students with signed parental/guardian consent to receive school-based health center (SBHC) services will be assessed in the SBHC for a possible reportable communicable disease.

The patient will be treated and/or referred for further care to their primary care provider or emergency room the day of diagnosis of the reportable 
communicable disease.

Once a reportable communicable disease has been identified, it will be reported 
to the appropriate county/state public health department utilizing the required 
reports and forms.

The SBHC medical providers, in collaboration with the public health department, may meet with school officials to inform them of the risks of reportable communicable disease when appropriate, especially when those exposed need to obtain evaluation and treatment.
