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SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTERS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Emergency Storage:  Immunizations

POLICY STATEMENT

The School-Based Health Center (SBHC) needs to assure that vaccines are appropriately cared for during vacations and during the threat of severe weather when electricity may be lost in the area.

PROCEDURE

Vaccines will be appropriately stored in a refrigerator with an accurately 
functioning thermometer.

When there is an extended period of time that the center will be closed, the 
vaccines will be transported to the sponsoring agency (county health department, community health center, hospital, etc.) for appropriate storage.

When there is inclement weather predicted, staff will determine the need to 
provide back up electricity if available or make arrangements for transporting 
of the vaccines to an appropriate facility with adequate refrigeration 
capacity and appropriate supervision.

All vaccines will be inventoried prior to any transporting.

Vaccines will be transported in safety containers to decrease breakage.
