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POLICY

Staff members of the School Based Health Centers will protect their health and that of their patients and the public by preventing the spread of preventable communicable disease in the SBHC.  That mission will be accomplished by the use of hand washing, care for equipment, and education.

PROCEDURE

I. Hand washing will be performed between patients where sinks are available.  If sinks are unavailable, antibacterial hand sanitizer will be utilized between patients.

II. No invasive procedures will be performed in the SBHC.

III. Disposable equipment will be used whenever possible.

IV. Nondisposable equipment will be cleaned after each visit/use with an appropriate germicidal agent as directed by manufacturer.  

V. Personal protective equipment will be available in each center including gowns, gloves, and masks.

VI. Students and parents/guardian will have education regarding avoidance of contacting or spreading any communicable disease as relates to their condition.

VII. Each employee will have a TB skin test yearly.

VIII. Routine CDC precautions are utilized in suspected TB or communicable disease exposure.
