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SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTERS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Biohazard Waste 

POLICY STATEMENT

The School-Based Health Center (SBHC) will practice appropriate disposal of biohazard wastes, consisting of such materials as human blood, human tissue, and /or human bodily fluids.  Trained individuals must handle potentially infectious waste in a specific manner.

PROCEDURE

1. Place biohazardous waste in red biohazard bags labeled “Biohazardous Waste”.

2. Place in secondary container that is rigid, leak resistant, and equipped with a tight fitting cover labeled “Biohazardous Waste”.  

3. Arrange for pick up and disposal by an approved company.

All staff will receive training on biohazardous material and disposal during 
the first week of orientation.  

All staff will receive yearly booster training on procedures.

Containers should be inspected monthly.
