1. Mitigation/Prevention - what schools and districts can do to reduce or eliminate risk to life and property 

2. Preparedness - the process of planning for the worst case scenario 

3.  Response - the steps to take during a crisis 

4.  Recovery - how to restore the learning or teaching environment

SBHC Specific Information

General Tips

1. Develop an Emergency Operations Plan for your SBHC (guidance is on the web), and obtain a copy of the emergency plan for the school. Is the SBHC listed in as a resource in the school’s plan? If so, what is their specific role? 

2. Is the school has a crisis management team; a representative of the SBHC should be on that team. The SBHC staff need to know their roles and the expectations for them in a crisis. 

3. If the school is in the vicinity of specific hazards, the emergency operations plan for the SBHC and the school should define the response that will occur if there is an event (ex: chemical plant, nuclear power plant, flood zone, tornado area, earthquake zone, etc.). 

4. Define how the SBHC is linked to local community preparedness resources such as EMS, police, hazmat teams, alternative shelter sites, and so on. Contact information for these resources should be listed and displayed in an emergency manual or visibly posted in the SBHC. 

5. Know how to contact your state laboratory to report patterns of illness such as pandemic influenza, TB, food borne illnesses, etc.
