Job Description for Clinical Social Worker

JOB TITLE:

School-Based Health Center Clinical Social Worker

REPORTS TO:
School Health Director and NRHA Medical Director

TYPICAL WORKING CONDITIONS:

Work is performed with students at one of our school-based health center sites.  Occasional visits to the home may be necessary.  This position involves collaboration with wellness center and school staff as well as other professional staff in the primary healthcare center.

RESPONSIBILITIES:

· Provides individual, family, and group mental health counseling in school-based health center.

· Complete relevant forms as necessary (intake, Connors, billing, etc.).

· Consult with primary care provider, teacher, school counselor, and other mental health professionals as required.

· Make referrals to medical provider and psychiatrist as necessary.

· Monitor medication compliance.

· Provide counseling sessions for parents and home visits when necessary.

· Provide case management, advocacy, and resource linkage as needed.

· Develop and facilitate support groups as necessary.

· Meet regularly with other school-based health center staff and occasionally with school-based health center advisory group.

· Periodically attend state school-based health center workshops and other appropriate continuing education functions.

· Provide written and verbal descriptions of activity reports for funding agencies.

· Maintain professional relationship with school faculty and staff and referral resources.

REQUIRED KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES:

· Good oral and written communication skills and group facilitation skills.

· Ability to provide individual, small group, and family counseling services.

· Ability to organize work and meet service objectives efficiently.

· Knowledge of state and federal laws and regulations regarding the provision of ambulatory mental health services.

· Knowledge of proper mental health record keeping.

· Good understanding of psychodynamics of children, adolescents, and treatment strategies for common mutual health problems of children and adolescents.
