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POLICY

I.  While at the health center, employees and students will respond to all safety and disaster drills and emergencies in compliance with school policy.

II.  The school will notify the health center by 2-way radio of any emergency.

III. The modular unit should be evacuated if extremely high winds are expected.  Emergency instructions will be posted in the centers including fire escape routes, where to evacuate to in case of fire, fire drill, tornado, or severe storm.  

IV. Exit signs will be lighted in accordance with local fire regulations.

V. The school-based health center staff will validate that fire extinguishers are charged monthly and the extinguisher checked off and initialed, that inspections have been conducted annually, that exits and evacuation routes are marked, and that no obvious safety hazards are noted.

VI. A notebook with MSDS information will be kept at each center and updated as needed.  Annual reviews of use of MSDS and the information contained will be assessed through the satisfactory completion of the FirstHealth of the Carolinas “Required Reviews Self-Leaning Module”.

VII. All SBHC staff members will have up-to-date Basic Cardiac Life Support certification.

VIII. Each unit will be equipped with ambu bags, oral airways, and one-way valve mouthpieces for accomplishing rescue breathing or CPR. Units are checked quarterly for function.
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
