Presenting Data Checklist

· Present data in a simple straightforward manner 

· The more understandable data are, the more likely members will be to use it in planning

· Include a frame of reference and explain any limitations for data

· compare with national or state data

· Be sure any presentation of data on paper can stand alone regardless of format

· Be sure that the measure selected is appropriate for your message and the constraints of your graphic display

· Choose the graphic most appropriate for the task

· Select only one main message per visual display

· A horizontal bar chart can be used to focus attention on how one category differs among several groups

· A vertical bar chart is often most appropriate when focusing attention on a change in a variable over time

· Use a cluster bar chart when contrasting one variable among multiple subgroups

· A line graph can be used to plot data for several periods to show a trend over time

· A pie chart is sometimes used to show the distribution of a set of events or total quantity
