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SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTERS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Reportable Communicable Diseases
POLICY STATEMENT

It is the policy of the School-Based Health Center (SBHC) to report communicable diseases according to the Center for Disease Control and Prevention Guidelines and the State Health Department Guidelines.

PROCEDURE 
A communicable disease is any disease that is transmitted by infection or contagion directly or via a vector (e.g. tick, mite, and mosquito).

Since SBHC services are provided throughout the school system through the school-based health centers, any child can be assessed for a possible reportable communicable disease.

The student will be treated and/or referred for further care to their primary care provider or emergency room the day of the diagnosis utilizing the required reports and forms, and following protocols found in the sponsoring agency’s guidelines.

Appropriate reports and forms will be sent to the local/state health departments.

The SBHC staff may need to meet with school officials and the Regional Office of Public Health officials to determine the risk of reportable communicable disease to others in the school and community population when appropriate, and to coordinate implementation of federal guidelines for disease detection.
