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SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTERS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

SBHCs and School Nurse Coordination

POLICY STATEMENT

It is the policy of the School-Based Health Center (SBHC) Program that clinical staff share appropriate medical information with school / district nursing personnel in order to support coordination of care for students with special medical needs.

PROCEDURE

The school / district nurse holds the primary responsibility for maintaining school health care plans of students with chronic health conditions and/or special health needs. School or district nursing personnel also have responsibility for response to in-school health emergencies.  

Check for signed school /district nursing and SBHC release of information on consent form in chart.

SBHC site staff are encouraged to share medical information with school/district nursing staff when a student:

· is newly diagnosed with a chronic medical condition (e.g., asthma, seizure disorder, diabetes).

· receives immunizations required for school attendance.

· presents with a medical condition that warrants coordination of care with the nursing staff.
Sample consent wording may include:

I understand that information may be shared with the school nurse and my primary care physician when pertinent to my child’s health and also authorize the school nurse and primary care physician to share information with SBHC when pertinent to my child's health.
