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SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTERS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Risk and Protective Factor Screening and Assessments

POLICY STATEMENT

All students enrolled in the School-Based Health Center (SBHC) will receive an annual comprehensive screening and assessment visit in accordance with preventive service guidelines such as Guidelines for Adolescent Preventive Services (GAPS) -recommendations of the American Medical Association or Bright Futures of the Maternal Child Health Bureau.

PROCEDURE

All students enrolled in the SBHC will receive an annual preventive service visit, which can be incorporated into an Early Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) visit, comprehensive physical, sports physical, women’s health physical, or scheduled as a separate visit.

During this visit, the student will be screened and evaluated to determine the need for further assessment in accordance with the GAPS recommendations in the following screening areas, including:

· Hypertension

· Hyperlipidemia

· Eating disorders

· Obesity

· Tobacco use

· Alcohol and drug use

· Sexual behavior

· Sexually transmitted diseases

1. Gonorrhea

2. Chlamydia

3. Genital warts

4. Syphilis

5. HIV infection

· Cervical cancer

· Depression and suicide risk

· Physical, sexual, or emotional abuse

· Learning problems

· Tuberculosis

· Oral Health


EPSDT services should be provided at the SBHC, and be available during the major hours of operation each week.
